Kevin Switzer, Jr. held the hot hand at Scarborough as he deftly steered four winners down
victory lane on Saturday (Thunder’s Toy, Three Button Door, Grumpy and Point Well
Taken) with the meet’s leading driver Drew Campbell close on his heels with three wins of
his own. Campbell’s score in the $8000 Open-level event behind Town Fool (1:55.4)
represented the fastest mile of the day.
